       A Few Little “Tips” to Help the Pageant


Run Smoothly

1.  Forms: MUST be turned in on the day they are due.  There will be NO exceptions! The forms are the same forms used for Miss Utah and Miss America. They are the first impression the judges will have of you. Follow the instructions exactly and the forms will look like the samples you have in your book. (Platform Statement and the Resume) 
2. BE ON TIME to all production rehearsals, workshops and your scheduled appointments. Also, it is very important to be on time for your judge’s interview the day of the pageant.  You need to be ready and calm as you go in, not flustered and stressed because you are racing. Last year we had girls come late to their interview and they were stressed to the max, it can hurt your chances! 

3.  Preparation Workshops:
           Workshops are mandatory unless you have clearance from the Director

           We will be holding preparation workshops for you. We will work on interview,                    walking, talent, etc., and the production number!  Please be in attendance! 

          These workshops are for your benefit!  You will be much more prepared when you             attend. 

      4.  Ticket Sales:
           You are required to sell 25 tickets to your family and friends.  It is your                            responsibility and will be to your benefit to sell these tickets to your family and            friends.  Pre-sold tickets will be $10.  Tickets bought at the door will be $12.   
          The tickets will be available at the Covey Center.  There is no fee if you pick them           up in person.  There is a fee for online and phone tickets sales.
      5.  Required:

           Miss America now requires that each contestant register with Children’s                        Miracle Network. Each contestant that competes in a local pageant will need to           raise $100.00 to donate to Children’s Miracle Network.  (instruction’s are in this           packet)

LITTLE MISS PROGRAM
Each of you will choose a young girl between the ages of  four and eight to be part of your experience. You may have sisters that want to participate.

The cost for each Little Miss to participate is $30.00. That will cover the cost of their crowns and other items they will receive.   They will need to have a white dress to wear.  This is such a fun experience. 
They will participate in the opening number and then they will be on stage to escort you in the evening wear portion of the program. Choose someone that won’t be shy on stage. They will be taught a simple little number as part of the opening production number and they will be adorable! This is great because it fills up the auditorium with grandparents and moms and dads too.

   PLATFORM INFORMATION SHEET
Each contestant competing in the Miss Provo/Utah/America system is required to choose an issue about which she cares deeply and is of relevance to our society. Once chosen as Miss Provo/Utah/America, she utilizes her year-of-service speaking to community-service organizations, business leaders, civic leaders, the media and students about the Miss /Provo/Utah/America programs, the Children’s Miracle Network, state/sponsor platforms and her personal platform.
There are no limits to what you can do to serve your community.  It is up to you to seek out a need that fits you well and will provide you, and those that you serve, with an uplifting experience.  Be knowledgeable about this project.  Your interview with the judges will most likely cover the things you have done. 
We realize you will have a limited amount of time to work on your platform while you are preparing for the Miss Provo Pageant.  As a pageant committee we will suggest that you spend at least 20 hours on your project.  We suggest that you choose a project that you can expand upon, should you win the title of Miss Provo.  It will need to be something you can carry on to Miss Utah.
Your project is up to you.  Use your creativity to put something together that will make a difference in the lives of others, as well as your own life.  Put your personality and talents into it so that it reflects your priorities and feelings.  Choose something that you care about.  The project has the potential to become the most memorable aspect of the pageant.  

Find a need in your community.

Observe your community and see where there might be a special need that could be served long term.

There are many service organizations that you can use as a resource:

Lions Club, Rotary Club, Sons/Daughters of the Utah Pioneers, 

Your city can also be a resource: city council, mayor, government staff, arts council, schools, PTA, church, rest homes, hospitals etc.

ARTISTIC EXPRESSION IN TALENT
35% of Overall Judging
Time limit - The time limit for the talent presentation is 90 seconds. This will be strictly followed. The judges have the right to disqualify any contestant who does not adhere to this limitation.  Be sure your music is timed to be shorter than 90 seconds.  Protect yourself. 
Entertainment - Talents should be entertaining.  When choosing a talent number, ask yourself three questions.  Is it entertaining?  Will the audience enjoy it?  Will my peers enjoy it?   Choose new contemporary music, ideas, or choreography.  If you wish to do something a little older, please choose a fresh arrangement.  Stay away from music and arrangements that have been used over and over.   

Talent performance must be live - If a contestant is a singer, she must perform that talent live.  She cannot be judged on any material that is pre-recorded. 
Accompanying yourself with a pre-recorded tape: A contestant may pre-record herself as a back-up vocalist or instrumental accompanist, and use that DVD to accompany her live talent performance.  However, it cannot be announced to the judges that the accompaniment contains any performance by the contestant.  She will be judged only on what she performs live.  No exceptions!
Double talents - If a contestant wishes to perform a double talent, such as singing and dancing, or singing and playing the piano, she must do both live on stage.  She will only receive points for what is live.  For example, if a contestant danced to a pre-recorded 
tape of herself singing, she would only be judged on her dancing.  Double talents are discouraged because it often detracts from the strength of the contestant’s performance.

Accompaniment music - Please be advised that there will be no live accompaniment allowed.  All talents will use backup DVD’s or no accompaniment at all. 

No duplication of talents: Talent number choices are determined on a first come - first served basis.  The first contestant to submit her talent number is the one that will have preference.  

Use of elaborate sets is prohibited- A chair or stool is permitted on stage. No special effects such as fog, smoke etc., will be permitted.  
PRESENCE AND POISE IN EVENING WEAR

20% of Overall Judging
This area of competition is to make an on stage statement of your personality and ability to project your beauty beyond the foot lights.  This is an area of the pageant that is really changing.  In the past, competition gowns have been unlike any other dress that a girl would wear outside of a pageant setting.  A lot of times the gown became more important than the person wearing it.   

Types of fashions permitted for competition are: After five apparel of any length; tea length, short, hi-low, and long gowns; evening pants and cocktail dresses.  

The outfit should reflect your personality and visually show the judges who you are.   Choose something that is “you” and that you would wear to a formal occasion.  

One thing to remember - If you see the gown or outfit first and the young woman second, it’s the wrong outfit.  Keep outfits simple and classy.  
Remember that in our community modesty is acceptable! You will not be judged “down” for modesty. They are judging the person not the dress. 
ON STAGE QUESTION
 5% of overall judging
 You will be asked one question on stage at some point in the pageant.  This will help the audience get to know you better and will help remind the judges of your interview. The question will be a general knowledge question or a question on your platform. This portion of the pageant will count for 5% of the total score.  That means that your interview and on stage question will be 30% of your total score!  Practice and work hard!  
You will wear the same outfit that you wear for your interview. 

PERSONAL INTERVIEW
25% of Overall Judging
Each contestant will have a private interview with the judges. You can guide them into certain areas of your interest by what you put on your resume.  Under your interesting facts…put fun things that they can ask you about…that will show your personality.
Wardrobe for interview should be: Business attire (suit, dress, or pant suit) subtle jewelry. The most recent trend is more to a nice “business-type dress”.

Make-up should be natural and attractive.  Keep in mind the “All-American young woman” look.  
When  you enter the room for your interview you will be introduced by the current Miss Provo. The judges will greet you and immediately begin to ask you questions. The timer will start at that moment and the interview will last until the 9 minute 30 second point.  At that point the judge’s chair will signal the judges, who will then ask the contestant if there is anything else about which she would like to comment.  If the contestant has nothing more to say, the interview ends.  If she wishes to comment more, she may do so, and additional questions may follow from the judges until the 10 - minute mark. Then the interview ends. 

Keep in mind that you are cutting your time with the judges short if you have nothing to discuss. That will be a great opportunity to leave them with a last “profound” thought to help remember you by. Have a couple of things prepared to share with them at the end.   That way if they haven’t asked you something that you would like to share, this is your time to do it.  

Be yourself in the interview.  Show your personality and have fun.  Have opinions and be able to defend them.  Avoid rambling or repeating yourself.  Do not fake an answer.  The judges would rather hear you say “I don’t know” or “I am unfamiliar with that subject” than to make something up.  If you don’t know 
something...say so. No one knows everything.  Work hard to form opinions on various topics. DO NOT SAY “LIKE” OR “UMM”.
Practice using a well-modulated voice. Use a tape recorder to hear yourself, and a video camera to observe yourself.  Start to work on developing your vocabulary.  Try to replace the slang of “super” or “awesome” with words that are more mature and specific to how you feel.  DO NOT SAY “LIKE” OR “UMM”.  Talk a lot with leaders in the community.  Find out information and learn to express your own ideas.  Have your friends, relatives, and neighbors interview you.  This can be fun and you will develop a life skill that will serve you well your whole life.  

The interview is not a test to see if you know everything.  It is a conversation with people.  It is very important that you have the ability to converse with the judges.  They will be listening to your answers but they will also be observing your mental alertness, personality, vocabulary, voice, general knowledge and personal appearance.  

Be aware of the things that are going on in your community, the state, and the nation.  Watch the news and tune your car radio to the news stations when you are driving.   

Read Read Read! 
Make it a habit to read the newspaper, and news magazines (Time, Newsweek). 

Form your own opinions about controversial issues and then learn to defend those opinions.  Know the current issues affecting our city, state, nation and world!
Talk To People!
Meet with knowledgeable people and ask their opinions.  They may be able to shed a different light on a subject that your haven’t considered.  

Know Who You Are!  

Spend some time finding out who you really are.  You only have 10 minutes for the judges to get to know you, so get to know yourself.  Present your personality, values, platform issue, and beliefs.

Remember you are interviewing for a “job”-a very unique “job”.  This is an opportunity for the judges to learn as much as possible about your qualities and attributes.  Judges are told to find the girl who knows how to communicate.  

LIFESTYLE AND FITNESS IN SWIMWEAR

15% of Overall Judging
Your overall feeling and look of health and fitness reflects in everything you do.  The judges are looking for muscle tone, total health and fitness, energy, posture, and self- confidence.  

You may wear the swimsuit of your choice as long as it meets the following guidelines:

One piece



can be one color or multi-colored

Can have a belt or buckle 
no high cut legs

A tankini may be used…but there must NOT be a separation between the top and bottom pieces.
Remember, modesty never offends anyone!!
All swimsuits must be approved by the committee.
This competition can and should be fun.  Reflect your energy and personality.  Tone your body with exercise and proper eating habits.  Do not resort to foolish eating habits. A healthy diet goes a long way. 

Nylons and the use of any type of oils are prohibited.  In the past contestants have been disqualified for using oil.

If a young woman can enhance her appearance, within the confines of good taste, she may do so.  Padding or “enhancements” are allowed but be tasteful.  Taping however “popular” hurts…but the chances are good you will do it.  Be careful. 

Shoes will be worn for this portion of the competition.  Higher heels make your legs look longer!  3 inch heels are recommended-but it is your choice.  They will need to be approved also.  Try to find a shoe that makes your leg look long and slender.  Do not wear chunky shoes, they look clunky

DRESS REHEARSAL
Dress rehearsal will always be the evening before the pageant and take place at the Covey Center for the Arts. 
Bring all your wardrobe, shoes, make-up, talent music on DVD, talent props, etc., with you to the dress rehearsal.

Each contestant will be assigned a hostess.   There will be one hostess for two or three contestants.  There will NOT be anyone but your hostess allowed backstage to help you. 
At this time the lighting, staging, and many other important things will be decided on.
